Primary duties
include applied instruction to undergraduate and graduate piano majors; teaching of courses in piano literature,
accompanying, and/or other areas aligned with candidate’s expertise; coaching of chamber music; active
participation in area activities and recruitment. This is a full-time (9 month), benefits-eligible, non-tenure track
limited term appointment. Targeted start date: January 1, 2022.

Responsibilities

e Serve as an artist-teacher of piano.

e Teach applied piano lessons to students from undergraduate through doctoral levels and lead weekly
studio class.
Actively participate in student recruitment in and out of state.
Teach piano-related courses as needed, including but not limited to piano literature and accompanying.
Coach chamber music.
Other duties as assigned.

Quialifications:

e Aterminal degree in piano (such as a Doctor of Musical Arts). Candidates with a master’s degree in piano
will also be considered and must document exceptional accomplishments and professional experience
(minimum two years). Candidates without a doctoral degree must be approved for a terminal degree
exception before hire.

e Minimum one year of university teaching experience in piano, with ability to teach course work in piano

literature, accompanying, and/or other areas of expertise.

Demonstrated success in performance, with evidence of an emerging national reputation.
Ability to work collaboratively and effectively with students and faculty.

Demonstrated commitment to diversity, inclusion, and anti-racism.

Ability to contribute to a dynamic, holistic music program that prepares students for a music career in the
21st century.

e Must be currently legally eligible to work in the United States.

To Apply

Applicants should include a curriculum vitae and cover letter describing their academic qualifications and
professional experience, showing how they will add value to the program. The cover letter (maximum 3 pages)
should highlight expertise in areas of potential class instruction. Also included in the cover letter should be
information related to their teaching philosophy and how their teaching, service, and research/creative activity
have supported the success of students from racial, ethnic, and gender backgrounds that are underrepresented in
the field. Applicants who may not yet have had these experiences should explain how their work will further the
College’s commitment to diversity.

Application materials should also include links to an online portfolio/website highlighting artistic work, which
must include at least 3 stylistically diverse, unedited live recordings from performances in the past three years;
unofficial transcripts for highest degree earned; names and contact information for a minimum of three references.
